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Dearest Friends, Allies,

Radical generosity. 

That’s what I think of when I think of God. The way he pours forth sunshine. The  vastness of the 
oceans. The way he scattered stars across the night sky. Abundant generosity. I was sitting by a river 
a few weeks ago, just watching the water flow by, and I was stunned by the realization that this 
one river has been flowing like that, day and night, all four seasons, for hundreds of years. Radical 
generosity. Like the way the wine flowed at the wedding in Cana, flowed like a river from the 
playful, generous heart of Jesus. He is just so generous with his life, his love, his kingdom.

One of my favorite verses is from Luke chapter twelve, where Jesus says that our father is 
“delighted to give us the kingdom.” 

“What I’m trying to do here is get you to relax, not be so preoccupied with getting so you 
can respond to God’s giving. People who don’t know God and the way he works fuss over 
these things, but you know both God and how he works. Steep yourself in God-reality, God-
initiative, God-provisions. You’ll find all your everyday human concerns will be met. Don’t 
be afraid of missing out. You’re my dearest friends! The Father wants to give you the very 
kingdom itself. Be generous.” (Luke 12:29-33 The Message)

A very good reminder – especially before the Christmas season sweeps over us. 

Anyhow, we got to thinking about radical generosity the other day, and came up with a wild idea:

We figured that most of you have probably given away a copy or two of Wild at Heart or 
Captivating (some of you have given away cases and cases!). So we wanted to put in your hands 
books you might not have passed along. Our “Christmas box” contains two copies of Desire, two 
copies of Walking with God, and two copies of Waking the Dead.
